Standing Order Form
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Admin costs
BEHT’s admin costs continue to be minimal - about 2%. These are
primarily postage, bank charges, costs of staging fund raising 
events and website costs. All the day-to-day work and fund raising
events are carried out by dedicated volunteers. All travelling costs,
locally or overseas, are self- nanced by the trustees and volunteers 
themselves. Thus, almost 98p out of every pound donated is
applied to the ultimate bene ciaries.

Types of donations
Generally, two types of donations are received -  rst type is for capital 
projects like buildings, equipment etc mostly funded by individual 
donors or organisations and second type is for running expenses 
like school fees, food or for welfare of elderly and animals or for 
daily general expense. The second type of donation is funded by 
lots of small donors and by fund raising events.

Sustainability
How do we sustain a project like this? There has to be a large
reserve of funds to ful l all the needs that arise - for example, every
year, a few really bright students require bursaries to carry on their 
further education. BET’s school fees are very modest compared 
to similar schools elsewhere. Tuition fees for further education 
are very high and most rural children cannot afford these. There 
is also a demand for free places in the school. Our objective is to
educate as many underprivileged children as possible. But we only 
have a budget to educate ‘x’ number of students whom we have 
found donors for.

BEHT has recently started two Endowment funds to address this 
problem.

The 1st endowment fund is set up to help educate as many under- 
privileged children as possible and fund / bridge the gap for running 
the BET schools in Chaparda, Junagadh and Adhoi.

The 2nd endowment fund is set up to help provide bursaries for 
further education to the most deserving students who cannot
afford the fees.

How do the endowment funds work?  The capital sum from 
donations is deposited in an interest bearing savings account. 
Only the interest is used towards paying for the children’s education
whilst the capital sum is re-invested for another year. If you are
interested in donating towards this fund, please contact any of the 
trustees.

  The Art of Giving  - When should one give? The time to give is now as one does not know really whether one will be here tomorrow to give!
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Education projects have been the focus of BEHT’s fund 
raising efforts for the past twelve years. To ful l BEHT’s

second objective of providing relief to the poor, the 
handicapped, the disabled, the sick and the aged, it is now 
looking for donors for the Health project. BEHT is helping
to build a 172 bed hospital in Chaparda, Junagadh District, 
Gujarat, India. The hospital will serve up to 250 villages 
with a total population of about 600,000. Currently, the 
nearest health care centre for an emergency or a more 
serious illness is in Junagadh City or Rajkot which, for the 
majority of the rural population, is too far and expensive (a 
journeyof up to 100km). This project will also bene t about
6000  families who are below the poverty line. Additionally
the literacy rate combined with poor infrastructure and 
transportation services means that this project will be very 
helpful to the entire Junagadh District.

The 1st phase of the hospital will be of cially opened in 
the later part of 2011 with ground  oor and  rst  oor to 
accommodate ten or so departments and be run by a team 
of 6 doctors, about 50 nurses and a further 50 ancillary 
staff. The departments will include Radiology, Paediatric, 
Surgical, Orthopaedic, Ophthalmology, Dental, Pathology, 
ENT, Outpatient and Gynaecology departments.

This hospital will have a very reasonable charge structure
for the patients  and  in  time  to  come  it  is  hoped  that  
BET (Bhagavatinandji Education Trust) in India can make it 
self- nancing.  As  always  with  all  of  BET  /  BEHT  activities, 
the ethos  will  be  that  as  far  as  possible,  no  one  should  be  
denied  access to treatment just because of an inability to pay.
The charging structure may not be able to sustain the 
cost of running this hospital so BET/BEHT is setting up an 
endowment fund for any donors who wish to donate

towards this. The idea is that the funds will be held in a  xed 
deposit account to realise maximum interest. The capital 
sum will not be used. Only the annual interest generated 
will be used for hospital running expenses. This fund can 
be very attractive to donors who want to donate a 
reasonable sum of money and would like it to be 
used for the maximum length of time. If the donor wishes 
to be acknowledged, a plaque can be made and 
placed in the foyer of the hospital. Otherwise, the donor
can remain anonymous. BET wishes that a reasonable 
sum can be built up over the next few years.

However BEHT’s  rst priority is to secure funding for the
following equipment so that the hospital can start on 
schedule:
